





PROFESSOR R.G.A. DE BRAY

Professor R.G.A. de Bray has accepted the invitation to
occupy the Chair of Russian Language in the Schoel of Slavonic
and East European Studies, London University.

Before he came to Monash in 1963, Professor de Bray was
Senior Lecturer in the Department of Russian at the University
of Melbourne.

Professor de Bray was born in Leningrad and educated in
England. Before his Melbourne appointment, he was Lecturer in
Comparative Slavonic Philology in the School of Slavonic and
East Buropean Studies, University of London.

During the early vears of the war he worked in the Uncommon
Languages Department of Postal Censorship and later as language
supervisor for East European Languages of the B.B.C. European
Service.

Amongst Professor de Bray's chief publications is his book
"Guide to the Slavonic Languages® published in 1951 and which
is the first book in English to give a systematic description
of the less well known Slavonic Languages.

Professor de Bray is expected to take his new position later
this year.

STAFF ARRIVALS

Mr. Bj8rn H. Jernudd - Lecturer in Linguistics - holds a
filosofie kandidatexamen in phonetics and slavonic languages
from the University of Uppsala in Sweden and a civilekonomexamen
from the Stockholm School of Economics. He has studied ling-
uistics at the University of Stockholm. Mr. Jernudd's main
research interests are in socio-linguistics and phonetics.

Dr. P.R,V., Nayudu - Lecturer in Zoology and Comparative
Physiology - graduated B.V.Sc. in 1950 and M.Sc. in 1962 from
Madras University. He was awarded a Fellowship of the Royal
Veterinary College of Stockholm in 195%9. From 1950-62 he held
various research and teaching appointments in India, first in
the Madras Animal Husbandry Department and later at the Indian
Veterinary Research Institute and the Postgraduate College of
Animal Sciences at Izatnagar. He has recently completed a Ph.D.
at Washington University, Missouri. His research interests are
in the area of developmental enzymology and his doctoral thesis
was entitled "Qualitative and Quantitative Genetic Differences
in Alkaline Phosphomonoesterases of the Mouse Duodenum." Dr,
Nayudu is married with one child,

Miss Aet Jarv - Senior Teaching Fellow in Anthropology and
Sociology - graduated B.A. in 1959 from the University of
Sydney. Miss Jarv then took a Diploma of Library Science at
the University of New South Wales qualifying for this in 1961.
After working in the Mitchell Library for two years she re-
ceived an FEast-West Centre Fellowship at the University of
Hawaii. She gained her M.A. in 1965 for a thesis on the study
of kinship among two groups of immigrants in Northern Minnesota.

Mr. J.E. Fletcher - Senior Teaching Fellow in German -
studied German and French at Queen Mary College, London, where
he graduated B.A, (Hons.) in 1962. He has studied for brief
periods at the Universities of Freiburg, Heidelburg and Kiel.
In 1963 he obtained his Diploma of Education at Durham Univer-
sity. He then returned to Queen Mary College as an assistant
in the German department where he embarked on research for the
M.A. degree, the subject of which was the Baroque thinker,
Athanasius Kircher. Mr. Fletcher is single.




DEPUTY WARDEN, HOWITT HALL

Applications for this position are invited from members
of staff.

3. No charges will be made for electricity or heating, but a
charge of $6.00 per week will be made, entitling him to all

meals in the Hall. If he is married, this charge will be
$12.00 per week, entitling him and his wife to all meals in
the Hall.

4. These conditions will be subject to review annually and also
in circumstances in which the Warden is absent from the Hall
for an extended period.

Intending applicants are advised to get in touch with the
Warden of Howitt Hall, Mrs. B.L. Cumming (Department of Mathe-
matics) as soon as possible, and should, in any case, submit
a written application to her by Monday, July 18th.

The next monthly play reading will be held at the home of
John and Margaret Waterhouse, 36 Prosper Parade, Ashburton,
on Monday July 4th at 8 p.m. The play to be .read will be a
comedy by Pirandello.

Rehearsals for "Hedda Gabler" are well under way. Stop-
press rnews is of an extra performance, arranged by the
Peninsula branch of the Women Graduates® Association, in aid
of the Great Hall Appeal. This will be at 8.15 p.m. on
Monday, July 18th in the hall of Toorak College, Mt. Eliza -
the Staff Drama Groupt!s first bow outside Monash.

Meanwhile, those two battlers, A and B, were already
arguing over the plav.

"A. Well, if you can't accept Hedda as a heroine with a tragic
flaw - and I do rather agree that fear of scandal might seem
an embarassingly petty one - how do you see her?

B. Neither tragic nor heroic., She has an appetite for hero-
ism if you like, but what does it all come to except heroics
and decadent romanticism.

A, Romanticism - yes. DBut decadent?

B. Well, if wyou like, I%1l substitute a worse adjective,
Vicarious romanticism. Hedda wants to get her thrills out of
compelling cthers to live splendidly. All she can do for her-
self is 'kill time® - and initiate cruel and destructive on-
slaughts on the people around her, That's the troll in her.
A. You don't think these people invite onslaught by the spirit-
unal poverty of their lives? That the play is a sort of social
tragedy because bourgeois society is incapable of offering
Hedda any outlet or scope for her energy and intelligence, any
role that she can find worth playing?

B. Certainly one feels a good deal of sympathy with Hedda's
irritation with the people around her. To be honest, I rather
enjoy the sort of vicarious liberation her dialogue gives to
the bitch beneath the skin. Even if it does seem more like a
Viking freebooter than an aristocrat. The play does seem to
reflect Ibsen's almost obsessive interest in the collision of
extraordinary personalities with the everyday world, But itfs
an odd one in the series because Hedda's extraordinariness is
nearly all potential: this makes her rejection of ordinary
society a bit thin, since it can offer courage for silly Thea,
generosity for pedantic Tesman and usefulness for poor Aunt
Julle.

A, You don't find Hedda's suicide extraordinary?

B. I suppose so. It's a negative sort of extraordinariness.
The logical end of a drama which is a study in nay-saying.
Hedda says 'no' to them all - to love, to maternity, finally to
life itself.

A, Surely her consistency compels a sort of admiration.

B. It gives her a sort of dominance which one associates with
heroism. But - .*

The Monash production of "Hedda Gabler®", which is to run
from Tuesday 12th tc Saturday 16th July in the Union Hall at
8 p.m., will be unusual in that it is. to be done completely
in-the-round, with the action of the play taking place in a
1lit area in the centre of the theatre and the audience sitting
on all four sides. One advantage of this kind of production is
that the characters in the play are not limited by the pro-
scenium stage convention that for most of the time they must
face in one direction; another is that no member of the
audience will be more than a half-dozen rows away from stage.
The leading roles in this production of "Hedda Gabler" are
to be played by two recent arrivals at Monash who have not
previously appeared in a full production by the Staff Drama
Group; Hedda Gabler is to be played by Patricia O'Sullivan,

UNIVERSITY OF PAPUA AND NEW GUINEA

The following note on the progress of the University of
Papua and New Guinea is taken from a letter written by
Professor P.H. Karmel, Chairman of the Interim Council of

that University. Dr. Matheson is also a member of the Interim
Coomoocdl,

"Progress to date has been unexpectedly rapid. The Interim
Council held jts first meeting only in October last year. This

vear a preliminary year of studies is being conducted at the
Administrative College at Port Moreshy, where fifty eight in-
digenous students {(of whom seven are women) are undertaking
studies in English, history, scicnce and mathematics prior to
their embarking on first vear university work next year. This
work is being conducted in makeshift quarters, but accommo-
dation will improve towards the end of this year when some
Tacilities in the new Administrative College become available
to us. Next year first year courses will be offered in arts,
law and science subjects, Students will enrol for B.A. or LL.B.
degrees, but a substantial proportion of the B.A. degree may be
taken in soiocnce subjects.

Dr. John Gunther has accepted the Vice-Chancellorship. We
have also appeointed as Registrar, Mr. E.G. Kedgley, formerly
Registrar of the University of Ncw Zealand; as Deputy Registrar
and Bursar, Mr. B.J. Meek, formerly of the Department of
Territories; and as Librarian, Mr. W.G. Buick, formerly Ass-
ociate Librarian in the Australian Natiomal University. Pro-
fessor K.5. Inglis of the Australian National University has
accepted the Chair of History; Professor F.C. Johnson aof the
Territory's Department of Education, the Chair of English;

Mr. P.G. Nash of Monasit University, the Chair of Law; Dr.
K.P. Lamb of the University of Sydney, the Chair of Biology;
Pr. D.P. Drover of the Division of Land Research of the
C.5.I.R.0., the Chair of Chemistry. Appointments to the
Chairs of PEducation, Economics, Geography, Mathematics and
Social Anthropology are pending. The University has also
nade several appointments at lecturer and senior lecturer
level.

The University's site comprises some 1,200 acres in the
June Valley and will be used for various purposes of higher
education. The site plan, which has been prepared by Mr.

G.J. Harrison, Staft Architect of The Flinders University,
has been completed in principle and approved by the Interim
Council; and the Interim Council is now considering the means
by which buildings will be designed and constructed. The
first lot of University buildings proper will have to be com-
pleted by the beginning of 1969. Before then, a considerable
number of houses for staff and some residential accommodation
Tor students will have to be constructed.®




ENTRY TO TIIE UNITED KINGDOM

Persons proceeding to the United Kingdom should be aware
of the following requirements, which have been drawn to the
University's attention by the United Kingdom High Commissioner
in Australia.

As a consequence of the United Kingdom Commonwealth Im-
migrants Act, passed in 1962, persons proceeding to the
United Kingdom to take up settled employment are required to
obtain U.K. Ministry of Labour vouchers before leaving Aust-
ralia. Application for such a voucher should be made to the
British High Commission in Canberra. The procedure leading
to its issue takes up to nine or ten weeks. Provided they
have certain gualifications Ministry of Labour vouchers are
also available to persons wishing to enter the United Kingdom
without pre-arranged employment.

Those whose stay in the United Kingdom is of a temporary
nature, whether in receipt of any remuneration while in
Britain or not, do not require Ministry of Labour wvouchers
but are strongly advised by the High Commissioner to have an
Entry Certificate endorsed in their passports before leaving
Australia. In cases where fees are to be paid or remuneration
of some kind is to be made by a United Kingdom body to the
visitor evidence of the agreement or appointment sheould
accompany an application for an Entry Certificate.

Applications for Ministry of Labour Vouchers should be
addressed to the British High Commission, Canberra. Appli-
cations for Entry Certificates, should be made either to the
British High Commission, Canberra, or to the British Govern-
ment O0ffice, Colonial Mutual Life Building, 330 Collins Street,
Melbourne. The applicant should enclose his passport, and
also evidence of employment or engagement if he is to be re-
munterated for services given in the United Kingdom.
