Naturalistic cycling study: identifying risk factors for cyclists in the ACT

Every year the number of people cycling in Australia is increasing. So too, is the number of people who are injured, particularly as a result of crashes between cyclists and vehicles.  In this study, risk factors associated with cyclist-driver collisions and near-collisions will be investigated using footage recorded from compact video cameras attached to the helmets of cyclists in the Australian Capital Territory.

Summer vacation students will assist MUARC researchers to analysis the video footage. Tasks would include either: 1) qualitative analysis of the video footage including investigating cyclist/driver behaviours and crash risk factors, or; 2) development of a technique to automate video footage analysis. The tasks would depend on the skills and interest of the student.
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
